You  will  need  to  enter  your  student’s 
 last name and Student ID number if you do not already have a Fee payment account with Leon County Schools. 

 There  are  no  membership  levels  –  contribute  what  you  can.  Every  dollar  is  appreciated  and  important!  Contributions 
 are tax deductible. 

 2.  Volunteer your TIME.  No matter how you choose  to volunteer, you are making a difference. 
 Important reminders for all volunteers! 

 ▪  To  volunteer  in  any  way  –  with  PTO,  athletics,  Performing  Arts,  or  other  school  activities  –  you  must  first  register 
 online  at  https://volunteers.leonschools.net/Volunteers  .  Volunteer  registration  expires  each  year,  so  you  must 
 register again this year, even if you have registered in another school year.. 

 ▪  Our  school  receives  recognition  for  volunteer  service,  so  please  keep  track  of  your  volunteer  time.  Anything  you 
 do  that  benefits  the  school  community  from  booster  club  to  baking  cookies  counts.  You  will  be  asked  to 
 periodically report your volunteer hours.
