This will be a busy, hands-on camp with students taking on the rolls of designers, computer scientists, and creative thinkers- all while
having fun exploring STEM concepts. This camp is appropriate for rising 6t thru 8t graders.

Vex Robotics Camp (Full Day) - This camp will be appropriate for both new and returning campers. We will build VEX EXP
Basebots then add manipulators to complete various challenges. The use of sensors, motors, and VexCode will be extended. This will
be a busy, hands-on camp with students taking on the rolls of designers, computer scientists, and creative thinkers!

Video Production — Campers will produce, direct, light, shoot, and edit as they make their own movies. Campers will learn to utilize
titles, graphics, music, and live-action video. Throughout the week, campers will develop leadership, communication, project
management, creative design and technical skills.
