Science Lab Safety Expectat ions
1. Know the locations of all safety equipment and follow all safety rules and regulations.

2. Follow all instructions given by the teacher quickly, the first time.

3. Do not touch any materials until you are told to do so, complete procedures in order,  and do not 
perform any unauthorized experiments.

4. Never engage in horseplay or practical jokes during a lab.

5. No eating, drinking, or gum allowed during a lab.

6. No chemicals, supplies, or equipment are ever to be taken from the lab.

7. Notify the teacher immediately if there is an accident. Never pick up broken glass with bare 
hands.

8. Wear safety equipment  (goggles/gloves/aprons) when instructed to do so.

9. Tie long hair back and avoid loose clothing when working with fire.

10. Wearing close-toed shoes is highly recommended during a lab.

11. Your lab area should be kept clean and neat at all times.

12. Consider all chemicals dangerous! Never taste chemicals and avoid inhaling fumes. 

13. Waft carefully to test for odors.

14. Be a team player in your lab group.

15. Everybody does their share to clean up the lab. Wash hands thoroughly after all labs.
