ALL rehearsals and performances are REQUIRED, not optional.
1.  	Marching Season: All students in Symphonic Band, and Wind Ensemble, are required to participate in marching band as part of their class grade.
2.	After marching season: The after-school time focuses more on the music from the concert classes.
3.	Jazz Band: Auditions are held during Full Band Camp.  All members except piano, bass, and guitar must be members of the Symphonic Band or Wind Ensemble.  Preference is given to members of the concert classes.
4.	Drill Team: are an integral part of the Chiles Band Program. (Auditions are held each Spring)

Attendance at ALL rehearsals and performances is REQUIRED.  Students do not pick and choose the events in which they want to participate.  Only sickness and matters of extreme emergency will be excused.  Items such as trips to relatives, birthday parties, work, finishing a project or test for another class, serving a detention, etc. are NOT excused.
