Parent and Student Expectations

Parent’s Expectation of the Program
1. Their children are cared for in a safe supportive environment.
2. They may visit with the coordinator about concerns related to their child or the program.
3. They will be told about any misbehavior on the part of their child and may visit with the coordinator in order to bring about improvement in the situation.
4. They will be informed promptly if their child does not arrive at the program according to his/her enrolment information.
5. The coordinator will regularly inform them about program activities.
6. EDEP will provide a caring staff, who shows genuine respect for the children and have confidence in each child’s potential and promote each child’s self-esteem.
7.  EDEP will provide for the children a variety of developmentally appropriate activities, including arts & crafts, active play, games, science, cooking, and reading.

Program Expectations of the Parents
1. Pay fees on time.
2. Keep the child’s records up-to-date.
3. Pick up children on time.
4. Contact the coordinator if their child will not be attending on a regularly scheduled day.
5. Pay attention to any communications sent out by the coordinator to inform parents of activities or important information pertaining to the Extended Day program.
6. Pay attention to any communications from the coordinator regarding their child’s behavior, and cooperate in efforts to bring about improvement in the situation.
7. Provide communication between themselves and the EDEP staff; to insure that the parents are always well informed about the program and their individual children’s experiences here; and to insure that staff is well informed about the children’s home experiences and family values so that parents and staff can work as partners in meeting the needs of the children.

Students will…
· Be kind to others.
· Stay within sight of an instructor at all times.
· Share equipment and take turns properly.
· Use appropriate language only – no name calling or use of racial slurs.
· Be courteous when others are talking.
· Use inside voices while inside.
· Observe safety guidelines and school rules while on school property.
· Attend regular activities according to call sign-up sheet.
· Clean up after themselves and help the instructors clean the activity area.
· Respect other’s property.
· Not exhibit any physical violence toward another person or bullying.
· Not throw rocks, sticks, mulch, or sand while on school property.
