We are going to talk about a form of the verb called the infinitive, which we have in both in English and Latin.  In English we form the infinitive by adding the word “to” to a verb
Ex: to love, to run, to jump, to sit, to fly, to eat
Infinitives cannot stand by themselves, they need a verb to help them out in order to make a complete sentence.  Some common helping verbs in English are forms of want, can, be able, and refuse.
Ex: I want to eat apples and bananas.
Infinitive: to eat
Helping verb: I want

Latin infinitive end in the letters –re.  For example: amare, currere, salire, sedere, volare, edere
They also need helping verbs in sentences
Common helping verbs:
to want- volo, vis, vult, volumus, vultis, volunt
to refuse/not want- nolo, non vis, non vult, nolumus, non vultis, nolunt
to be able/can- possum, potes, potest, possumus, potestis, possunt
