You are to choose a type of Native American shelter you would like to make.  It is to be 3-dimensional.  It can be a shelter from any tribe.  It does not have to be one we focus on in class.  It will be graded on effort, creativity, neatness, authenticity, and how much of the project you did instead of your parents.  

You are to include a write-up (written in your own words) describing your shelter.  It should include the name of the shelter, the tribe of Native Americans who used it (and, if possible, why), where they lived, and how you went about making your project.  You should be able to explain all words that are on your write-up.  This may be word processed (if you do it) or handwritten.  Please be sure to send in 3 copies of the write-up.  If it is handwritten, two may be photo copies. Capitalization, punctuation, grammar, spelling, handwriting, and neatness do count.  Also, complete the “My Project” paper.

This project is due Monday, December 3rd.   
Parents, please note that these projects are to be child-made, not professional exhibits.  Parents are welcome to help when it comes to using a glue gun, etc. but please be sure your child makes the project.  Also, feel free to help your child with proofreading the write-up for correct spelling, etc. but the words should be words a second grader would use.  All rough drafts of the write-up are to be returned the day the project is turned in since this is part of the grade.
When this project is presented, I’ll ask your child how it was made.  He/she should also be able to explain all words that are in the write-up.  Your child will not be looking at the write-up when presenting the project.
