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Expectations and Course Description:  
In this course you will be expected to use your class time as directed. You must abide by the behavior and discipline policy outlined in your agenda. Be courteous and respectful toward others and strive to do your best to improve your mathematical skills. It is your responsibility to ask questions and get extra help as needed.  Everything you learn in this class will build toward your future math classes; therefore, your cooperation is essential.  
The purpose of this course is to develop the algebraic and geometric concepts and processes that can be used to solve a variety of real world and mathematical problems. Liberal Arts 1 is a blended math class that has a lecture component and an online component. The online component requires students gain access to the internet while at school and occasionally outside of school.
Textbooks: 
Unfortunately there is no textbook for this course, but since the class is a blended internet/lecture based model, students will have access to the online notes 24-7.  The website for the class is http://educator.leonschools.net
Materials needed:

· One three-ring binder (1 inch width) with 5 dividers
· Loose leaf lined paper (college or wide rule)

· Pencils ONLY!  
· Calculator
Rules:

· Come to class on time and follow the L.A. Math Procedures. 
· Do not talk while I am talking.  

· No food or drinks allowed in the classroom, and ESPECIALLY the computer lab.
· School dress code policy will be followed.

· No cell phones, IPods, or any other electronic devices are allowed in class.  Any device that is being used will be confiscated. (Cellphones will be permitted for specific lessons and activities)
· First Offense: your phone will be held for the remainder of the period

· Second Offense: your phone will be turned into the administration 

· Any student that refuses to give up a cell phone will be sent to Student Affairs and suspended for 3 days
· Cheating and copying work will not be tolerated.
· Respect all students, teachers, staff, and school property.

· You must have a pass to leave the room.
· Come to class prepared 

· Attitude is everything so make sure you come ready to learn. 
Discipline Policy:

Any behavior issues will be dealt with in the following manner:

· 1st offense: Verbal Warning

· 2nd offense: Call to parents

· 3rd offense: Detention and conference with parent and student

· 4th offense: Disciplinary referral
· Any student that refuses to give up a cell phone will be sent to Student Affairs and suspended for 3 days
*Any major offense will result in an immediate referral* 
Academic Integrity:

Academic integrity violations can include plagiarism, cheating, and unauthorized group work on any assignment, project, or test.

If a student is caught the following will occur:

· The student will receive an F with zero credit.

· The citizenship grade will be lowered for the grading period.

· A notice will be recorded with the guidance office.

Any occurrence of academic dishonesty may be reported by the guidance office on college admissions applications. 
Grading Policy: 

Your nine weeks grade will be determined in the following way.  The total number of points you earn will be divided by the total number of points possible.  Points come from homework, class work/participation, tests, and quizzes. 

Module Lesson Activity:

Each lesson will have a module activity that students will complete in the lab and will count as a classwork grade. If students are absent they will need to make it up on their own time or during the next lab session. 

Homework/Classwork:

Students will be given two to three take home assignments a week and will count as a homework or classwork grade. These assignments will supplement the online module lesson activities completed in the lab.
Quizzes and Tests:
Quizzes and Tests will be given on a scheduled basis for each module and will be completed in the lab. If students are absent, they will need to schedule a time to make up the assessment in the lab. 
Grading Scale:   A: 100% - 90%    B: 89% - 80%     C: 79% - 70%     D: 69% - 60%    F:  59% – 0%
Attendance Policy: 

It is beneficial for you to attend class everyday.  However, if you are sick, you should not come to school.  Please use your best judgment in these situations.  If you do miss school, you must get the absence excused by the attendance office before you are allowed to make up any work.  Your absence will be unexcused in the following situations:
Absences:
· Reporting to class more than ten minutes late
· Not signing out when you leave school
· Leaving class without permission
· No note turned into attendance
Tardies:
· You are tardy if you come to class up to nine minutes after the start of class.
· You are late if you come to class more than ten minutes after the start of class.
· Every fourth tardy during a nine week period will be marked as a late.  A late is an unexcused absence
Retake Policy
Students will be allowed to re-take one test per nine weeks, excluding the last regularly scheduled test of the nine week grading period. 
Makeup Work Policy

You must see me on the day you return from your absence to get your makeup work.  Any missed quiz or test must be made up at school, and not at home.  All assignments will remain a zero until it is made up.
