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Dear Family,
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During the next few weeks, our math class will be
learning about perimeter and area. We will explore
the concept that area is a measure of how many
square units cover a flat surface. We will also learn
the formula for finding the area of a rectangle.

You can expect to see homework that provides
practice with finding perimeters and areas of
rectangles, and areas of combined rectangles.

Here is a sample of how your child will be taught to
use a formula to find the area of a rectangle.

This is how we will use a formula to find the area of a rectangle.

STEP 2

Use the formula
A=bXh

to find the area of
the rectangle.

A=9X%6
=54

The area is 54 square feet.

[ Tips

Remember that any side of
a rectangle could be the
base. Depending upon the
side labeled as the base,
the perpendicular side to
that base is the height. In
the model, the base could
have been identified as

6 feet and the height as

9 feet. Because of the
Commutative Property of
Multiplication, the area
does not change.

Appropriate Units

Remember to use the correct square units when expressing the
area of a shape. A measure of 54 feet would simply be a measure
of length, whereas a measure of 54 square feet is a measure of area.
