In small groups, we worked on number identification, direction following and fine 
motor skills by playing the game Roll and Draw a Monster. We sorted and counted 
spiders by color and completed a Halloween pattern activity. We also made 
patterns with autumn candy corn mix, sorted them and colored a graph showing how 
much we had of each candy. Finally, we made pumpkin name puzzles.
