For Spanish I the present tense and for Spanish II the preterite.)

Teacher expectations: Students must come to class prepared with appropriate materials and supplies. (Textbook, paper, pencil, homework) Students are expected to spend at least 15 minutes every night going over notes, textbook information or doing homework. 
Short daily practice sessions are more effective than long one a week or month sessions.
Homework assignments and projects are posted on Sharepoint.com. Grades can be checked on Focus. 
This is a high school credit class and maturity will play a role in your success in this course. Students are required to maintain a B as a letter grade in order to receive their high school credit.
