Rock Cycle Project 

Directions:  Describe an adventure through the rock cycle
Choose one of the following:
· Create a story about Roger, a metamorphic rock. Describe at least three transitions that occurred during Roger's life, such as changing from metamorphic to igneous, igneous to sedimentary, and sedimentary to igneous. You have the option of writing a diary, creating a cartoon comic strip or comic book, making a movie, a music video or making a children's book.  (Feel free to change Roger’s name).  Remember to use the proper vocabulary terms such as weathering and erosion, foliated, and non-foliated. 
· Write a poem or make a movie or a music video about the life of a “rock star”.  

Include what a rough life he’s had, how he’s had to change, etc.  Be creative and use 
all rock vocabulary words.    
· Make a poster that illustrates the rock cycle. Cut out pictures from magazines of 
different types of rock and rock processes in the rock cycle. Example: marble is 
metamorphic, could be shown in a marble statue. 
· Make a powerpoint about types of rocks (see technology project for more information.

· Write and perform a rap or skit about the rock cycle

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Organization
Audience cannot understand presentation because there is no sequence of information.

Content Knowledge
Student does not have grasp of information; student cannot answer questions about subject.

Visuals
Student used no visuals.
Student occasional used visuals that rarely support text and presentation.

Student used visuals to reinforce screen text and presentation.

Mechanics
Student's presentation had four or more spelling errors and/or grammatical errors.
Presentation had three misspellings and/or grammatical errors.
Presentation has no more than two misspellings and/or grammatical errors.
Presentation has no misspellings or grammatical errors.
____
Delivery
Student mumbles, incorrectly pronounces terms, and speaks too quietly for students in the back of class to hear.
Student incorrectly pronounces terms. Audience members have difficulty hearing presentation.
Student's voice is clear. Student pronounces most words correctly. 
Student used a clear voice and correct, precise pronunciation of terms.
