Join and Separate Angles
The measure of an angle equals the sum of the measures of its parts.

Use your protractor and the angles at the right.

Step 1 Measure ∠ ABC and ∠CBD. Record the 
measures. 

m∠ABC = 35° ; m∠CBD = 40°

Step 2 Find the sum of the measures.  

35°  + 40°  = 75°

Step 3 � Measure ∠ABD. Record the measure. 

m∠ABD = 75°

So, m∠ABC + m∠CBD = m∠ABD. A
