This information will be useful to you throughout the school year. Keep it in your folder behind your Folder Organization Sheet for reference.

1. If you need to contact me for any reason my e-mail address is raleys@leonschools.net. My website address will be emailed to the ListServ as soon as it is up to date. You can also reach me at 617-5700, ext. # 1100.  Grades and attendance may be accessed online at any time through Parent Portal.  

2. Paper, pencil, 3-ring binder, calculator, completed homework and your agenda (no agenda, no pass) are required daily.  There is a class set of books in the classroom.
3. Be in your assigned seat ready to begin class when the bell rings.  Failure to do this will result in an unexcused tardy.  After receiving three tardies you will receive disciplinary referral and a late on your attendance for any additional tardies. 

4.  When you are absent, you are responsible for all work missed, including class notes, quizzes, tests, folder checks, and homework. It is your responsibility to find out what was missed, make it up, and make arrangements with me to make up any tests, quizzes, or folder checks. If you are absent for only one day and it is a scheduled test or quiz day, you MUST make it up on the day you return to class.  If you are absent for any number of days and miss a folder check, you MUST make it up on the day you return to class. Any test that has not been made up within 3 days of the test date will be taken during the retest window at the end of the 9 weeks. This will not count as your retest, and it will not be eligible to be retested.     
5.  All work is to be done in PENCIL on notebook paper.  You are REQUIRED to copy problems and show all steps used in obtaining an answer.  NEVER submit just a list of answers.  Answers only will not earn you credit in this math class unless specifically requested by the teacher. Please use both sides of the paper. During class no purses, backpacks, or bags of any kind should be on your desk.

6.  NO food, drink, etc. should be brought into this classroom. All bags must remain on the floor or under your desk. Cell phones must put away and hats removed before entering the classroom. Cell phones that are out for ANY reason, in use to talk or text, or cell phones that ring in the classroom will be confiscated. Failure to adhere to these rules will result in a behavior referral. The possession or use of a cell phone during a graded item will result in a 0 and a behavior referral. You may not have a cell phone on your person at all during a graded item until ALL graded items are complete (not just yours). Cell phones must be in your backpacks at the front of the room during graded items.  
7.  All rules set forth in the Student Code of Conduct and in the Dress Code will be followed in this class. 
8. The Academic Integrity Statement as set forth in the student agenda will be enforced in this class. Academic integrity violations can include plagiarism, cheating, and unauthorized group work on any assignment, project, or test. If a student is caught the following will occur:  1) The student will receive an F with zero credit.  2) The citizenship grade will be lowered for the grading period.  3) A notice will be recorded with the guidance office. Any occurrence of academic dishonesty may be reported by the guidance office on college admissions applications. 
9. Citizenship grades will be negatively impacted by repeated tardies or inappropriate classroom behavior which disrupts the educational atmosphere of the classroom.  These grades can affect your participation in many activities. 

10.  The climate control thermostat cannot be adjusted within the classroom.  Dress accordingly.

11.  I expect to cover Chapters 1-6 in the first semester of this class. During the second semester I expect to cover Chapters 7-12. 

12.  At any time you are having problems with the class material, make arrangements to get extra help. If you are looking for me and I am not in my room, check in the math office.  If my door is unlocked, I am generally here.  I am here almost every day after school. I am not here before school. Be prepared to ask questions.  Please do NOT wait until the day before or of a test to get help.  That may be the very time I am unavailable and I want you to be successful. Help is also available with the National Honor Society (Pierian) students on Tuesday and Thursday afternoons. They will be in room 302 after 6th and 7th to accommodate everyone’s schedules. 
GRADES

1.  Your nine weeks grade will be determined in the following way:  Test, quizzes, folder checks, and your homework will all be awarded a given number of points.  All points you earn will be added together.  That sum will be divided by the total number of points possible.  This quotient will be multiplied by 100 to yield a final percent.  I will round all grades if they are .5 or above.  The percent will be converted to a letter grade using the county grade scale:  100% - 90% - A, 89% - 80% - B, 79% - 70% - C, 69% - 60% - D, 59% - 0% - F. Students will be allowed to retake one test per 9 weeks; excluding the last regularly scheduled test of the 9 weeks. Students MUST sign up to take the retest and show up at the designated time and location. No exceptions will be made. Regardless of the score, the retest grade will be used in computing your average. Retests will typically occur during the second to last week of each grading period.

2.  It is required that a notebook be kept for this course.  You are expected to take notes in class each day.  The notes are to include ALL vocabulary and examples that are done in class.  You must copy all of the steps that are done in class.  If you are absent, it is YOUR RESPONSIBILITY to obtain the notes from a classmate and to copy them in your own handwriting. NO photocopies. 

3.  Work will be assigned daily and will generally be collected/checked randomly.  Assignments will be discussed and you will usually have time to ask questions on the material.  If you are absent, it is YOUR RESPONSIBILITY to obtain the assignment for that day and complete it.  When you have made up the work, keep it in your folder and I will ask for it at folder check. Do NOT turn in makeup work unless it is requested. 

4.  Most graded items will be announced in advance.  You can expect three to four major tests and 2 folder checks each grading period.  On test days you are expected to stay quiet until the end of the period. Any talking will result in points being lost.  

5.  You will be able to keep up with your grade status online. Freshman login and passwords will be sent home soon. You can find the link to the Pinpoint site on my webpage. Interim progress reports will be sent home with all students in the middle of each grading period.  

6.  Bonus points may be earned in one of the following ways.  Points will be awarded occasionally through activities in the classroom such as putting a challenging problem on the board. There will occasionally be “bonus” questions on your tests and correct solutions to these will earn you points.
