Advanced Placement Studio Art Portfolio

Course Policies and Responsibilities

Fall 2018
The advanced placement class is a rigorous college level course that builds on previous knowledge and experience. Art and photography are not separate entities and you will be expected to work with a variety of art materials. You have the opportunity to receive college credit for this class, but to ensure your potential for success you must have completed at least one successful year of high school art and be ready to work independently. Throughout the year, we will be building up portfolios with potential for final submission to the AP College Board in May.  

STUDENT RESPONSIBILITIES & EXPECTATIONS:

RESPECT ALL MEMBERS OF THE CLASS.  This includes peers, instructors, interns, substitutes, guests as well as yourself.

ACTIVELY PURSUE CREATIVITY IN THE ART MAKING PROCESS. Working everyday. “Busy work” will not be tolerated.

REGARDLESS OF PREFERRED MEDIA YOU WILL BE EXPECTED TO WORK WITH A VARIETY OF MATERIALS. 

TREAT THE CLASSROOM, SUPPLIES AND EQUIPMENT WITH CARE. Please do not store classroom equipment or supplies in your drawer.

CLEAN UP AFTER YOURSELF COMPLETELY, EVERYDAY.  This includes washing your brushes and throwing away your garbage.

DO NOT BRING FOOD OR DRINK into the classroom aside from bottled water.

ALWAYS GET INSTRUCTOR PERMISSION TO LEAVE THE ROOM. Your name with the time must be legible on the board.
CELL PHONES MUST OFF AND IN YOUR BAG.  (Refer to student handbook).  Visible phones will be collected and turned into the front office where you can pick it up at the end of the school day.  

COMPUTERS ARE FOR EDUCATIONAL USE ONLY.
HEADPHONES MUST BE USED APPROPRIATELY. Headphones need to be put away until classroom instruction is completed.

Failure to follow these rules may result in a payback.

WHAT YOU WILL NEED:

· Personal Sketchbook: Please see specific requirements given during class
· Lab fee ($30) which will cover the cost of personal student toolkit.  See Lab Fee Letter

· Photography students, both digital and darkroom, will be expected to provide their own personal pack of photo paper.
CLASSROOM ASSIGNMENTS:


PROJECTS:

AP art class will allow you the opportunity to explore the creative process in an open studio environment.  It is your responsibility to pursue personal projects to incorporate into your final portfolio.  There will always be a given class assignment that can easily fit inside your portfolio.  However, if you have an idea, we are flexible and will work with you to meet the requirements while also pursuing your individual goals and interests.   


SKETCHBOOKS: 

Students will be expected to keep a personal sketchbook to be used on a continual basis. Regardless of your specific media that you work in, you will be expected to fill at least six full pages every two weeks. Your grade will account for completion and effort.
Your first sketchbook check will be due Thursday, September 6TH.


PARTICIPATION: 

You will be expected to actively participate in class. Simply being present is not adequate; you must actively contribute during critiques, group conversations and class activities. The last ten minutes of each class period will be dedicated to cleaning up our equipment and space.  Failure to help clean at the end of each class will result in a low participation grade!  
YOUR GRADE WILL BE BASED ON:

PROJECTS, your PARTICIPATION and TIMELINESS.

20% of your grade will be based on PARTICIPATION (class critiques, coming to class on time, cleaning, reading during Word Up, being respectful of others, working all period and being involved in classroom discussion/activities.) You will be given a participation grade each day, which includes tardies. After 3 tardies, you will receive a payback per school policy.
80% of your grade will be based on your ART WORK (making a consistent effort to fulfill the requirements of each project and completing your sketchbook assignments)

MAKE-UP POLICY AND LATE WORK:


No unexcused late work will be accepted for full class projects. sketchbooks and homework grades will be deducted 10 points for each day late for unexcused absences.  If you have an absence it is your responsibility to find out what you missed and make up any work possible. Excused absences will also be given a grace period equal to the amount of days missed to turn in an assignment.  
If you agree to follow these guidelines, make an honest effort, and have a positive attitude you should expect to do very well in this class.
