2. Draw yourself as a conqueror. Look at Kehinde Wiley’s Portrait “Napoleon Leading the Army Over the Alps.” Listen to the video https://www.bbc.com/news/av/magazine-19445412/kehinde-wiley-artist-s-modern-twist-to-old-masters-portraits for inspiration. Draw yourself as a conqueror. A conqueror is someone who has overcome something and is victorious. Think about how incredible you are. In the last few week, you have adjusted through many changes. You can draw yourself conquering something (like a sport, reading books, fear, boredom, anything.) You can draw it, color it, paint it, or manipulate a photograph in a drawing program. The sky is the limit!
3. Do a Self Portrait as a famous painting. Find a famous painting from the past. Write a paragraph about it. Include the name of the painting, the artist, and some interesting fact(s.) Recreate the painting by including yourself. Set up the scene and have someone take the picture. On the other hand, if you are good at selfies, take it yourself.
