Course Description, Grading Policy and Class Rules

Fall 2017
Welcome to the art classroom! This semester you will have the opportunity to engage in the creative process and discover new and exciting art materials.   Please keep in mind that this is a self-motivated curriculum and you need to be an actively engaged student in order to do well in art class.  

STUDENT RESPONSIBILITIES & EXPECTATIONS:
RESPECT ALL MEMBERS OF THE CLASS.  This includes peers, instructors, interns, substitutes, guests as well as yourself.

COMPLETE PROJECTS EVERY 1-3 WEEKS pending schedule of assigned projects and independent work.

ACTIVELY PERSUE CREATIVITY IN THE ART MAKING PROCESS. Working everyday. “Busy work” will not be tolerated.

TREAT THE CLASSROOM, SUPPLIES AND EQUIPMENT WITH CARE.

CLEAN UP AFTER YOURSELF COMPLETELY, EVERYDAY.  This includes washing your brushes and throwing away your garbage.

DO NOT BRING FOOD OR DRINK into the classroom aside from bottled water.

ALWAYS GET INSTRUCTOR PERMISSION TO LEAVE THE ROOM.

CELL PHONES MUST OFF AND IN YOUR BAG.  (Refer to student handbook).  Visible phones will be collected and turned into the front office where you can pick it up at the end of the school day.  

COMPUTERS ARE FOR EDUCATIONAL USE ONLY.

HEADPHONES MUST BE USED APPROPRIATELY. Headphones need to be put away until classroom instruction is completed.

Failure to follow these rules may result in a payback.

YOUR GRADE WILL BE BASED ON:

PARTICIPATION : 30% of your grade will be based on activities such as coming to class on time, cleaning, reading during Word Up, being respectful of others, attending field trips, working all period and being involved in classroom discussion/activities. Each day you will receive points based on your level of participation in these activities (everyone starts each day with 10 points).  Your overall percentage of points earned will be calculated at the end of each grading period. 

PROJECTS : 70% of your grade will be based on making a consistent effort to fulfill the requirements of each project and handing in work on time.  You are not grading on artistic skill level.  Your projects will be graded on the stated rubric handed out at the start of each project.  This rubric will always include personal effort and attention applied to the given assignment. 
It is your responsibility to check your grade periodically on PINPOINT.

WHAT YOU WILL NEED:

A $15.00 LAB FEE, which will help cover some of the personal items you will be using.  Art supplies are extremely expensive and this fee will help us in purchasing enough supplies for each student. 
CLASSROOM ASSIGNMENTS:

There will always be an offered class assignment.  These assignments will be instructor-led and the topics and art media presented will allow you to explore a variety of materials, processes and techniques to create works that are yours to keep.  You may work on additional personal projects only if you have met the requirements of each offered class project to your personal best. 

Returning Art Students Only - DIS Policy:

If you are a returning art student you may decide to work on a Directed Independent Study assignment in place of the regular offered class assignment.  You must select a personally meaningful and challenging assignment in order to receive full assignment credit.  You must be actively working on your art during every class period. You must create and submit a written proposal/timeline for approval for each assignment period you will substituting. Throughout the semester, you are always welcome to participate in the offered assignments at any time.  

*Throughout the semester there will be periodic required class-wide activities where participation is not an option.  

The last ten minutes of each class period will be dedicated solely to cleaning up our equipment and space.  As the class prior to yours cleaned up for you, you will clean up for the class following yours.  Failure to help clean at the end of each class will result in a low participation grade!  Please maintain respect for our campus and classroom by helping out whenever you can!

MAKE-UP POLICY AND LATE WORK:


With an excused absence, you are responsible for finding out what you missed and making it up.  Excused absences will also be given a grace period equal to the amount of days missed to turn in an assignment.  Assignments turned in late will receive a minimum of one letter grade reduction for each class day it is late.
The Art room will be open during lunch every Monday and Tuesday if you need extra time to complete projects or need to speak with me about grades or anything else!

YOUR PERSONAL SPACE:

Every student will be provided an individual art drawer.  I will be grading most of your artwork directly from these drawers, so make sure it is clearly labeled with your name and that the artwork is easy to locate.  Please do not store classroom equipment or supplies in your drawer. This is rude and disrespectful to other students. You may not share an art drawer with another student unless it is deemed necessary due to space constraints.  

If you agree to follow these guidelines, make an honest effort, and have a positive attitude you should expect to do very well in this class.
