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About the Cobb Band

The Cobb Middle School Band is a comprehensive music program consisting of over 130 students in grades six through eight. Performing ensembles include the Symphonic Band, Concert Band, Beginning Band and Percussion Ensemble. 

Cobb Band Mission Statement

“The purpose of the Cobb Middle School Band is to provide students with diverse musical

opportunities and experiences which will enhance their life and education. As individuals and 

 a group; we strive to demonstrate a commitment to excellence through our actions and 

accomplishments.

Course Ensembles

Band 3 - Symphonic Band

The Symphonic Band is the most advanced band class offered at Cobb. The band is comprised of 7th and 8th grade students. Students are required to audition for All-District, and are strongly encouraged to audition for All-State. Please see Ms. Whalley’s website for specific dates. Participation in All-State auditions are dependent upon being passed off by Ms. Whalley. Students in this ensemble are also required to participate in Concert Music Performance Assessment in March, in addition to their Cobb Concerts. The Solo and Ensemble Music Performance Assessment (MPA) in February is highly encouraged, as well as the Middle School Mass Honor Band during High School Marching MPA but not required for a grade. This class focuses on advanced ensemble skills as well advanced individual performance skills. The Symphonic Band performs actively throughout the year, and membership is determined by audition. Morning Full Band rehearsal, once a week on Mondays (8:15-9:00 am) are required and are part of their class grade. Please see class calendar for specific rehearsal dates.
Band 2 - Concert Band

The Concert Band is comprised of 7th and 8th grade students. Students in this class work to refine individual technical skills, and to develop individual and ensemble musical concepts. This ensemble is required to attend Concert MPA in March, as well as their Winter and Spring Concerts. While All-State, All-District and Solo & Ensemble are not a requirement for these students, it is strongly encouraged. Morning Full Band rehearsal, once a week on Tuesdays (8:15-9:00 am) are required and are part of their class grade. Please see class calendar for specific rehearsal dates.
Band 1 - Beginning Band

This class is intended for students with little or no musical experience. Students in this class focus on mastering the fundamentals of playing an instrument, as well as basic technique and ensemble skills. The Beginning Band will perform at least two concerts during the year. Solo and Ensemble is open to Beginning Band students, however, it is not required. Beginning percussionists are required to take this class before they are eligible for the Percussion Techniques class.
Percussion Class

This class is offered to existing Percussionists in the Cobb Band Program, meaning, they have successfully completed their Beginning Band (Band 1) year-long class. This class will focus on the advancement of a young percussionist as far as individual technique and ensemble skills (band and percussion ensemble). Students assigned to a band in this class are required to attend Concert or Symphonic Band rehearsals each week to work on their full band pieces as part of their grade. In this class, students will be required to learn a percussion ensemble piece, which will be performed at Solo and Ensemble in February. In addition, if they wish to perform at Solo and Ensemble, outside of their Percussion Ensemble piece, they will receive extra credit as this is an optional performance.

Materials

All students need the following materials for band class each day:

· Band folder

· Leather folders are available for purchase on the fee sheet and are more durable. Each student receives one (1) free non-leather folder at the beginning of the year.
· Pencils
· Instrument and Supplies*
· Instruments are encouraged to be rented through an approved vendor (see page 10)
· Beginning Band: Making Music Matter - Book 1 (see fee list)
· Concert Band: Making Music Matter – Book 1 (see fee list)
· Symphonic Band method books will be provided

· If a student loses, or damages, a school owned book – it is the responsibility of the student to replace it.

· All music and handouts used in class
· It is encouraged to keep these in their band folder, in their band locker.
· Students with school owned instruments should purchase their own mouth piece/reeds/mallets.

Woodwind Students

All woodwind players (except flute) should have at least three or four extra reeds in their cases at all times. This will prevent a student from running out of reeds during class. A student without working reeds cannot play their instrument, and will not be able to fully participate in class, and will receive a zero for their Daily Grade. In addition, students should be certain to have a hard protective case for their reeds. Students using a school owned instrument are responsible for reeds and cork grease.
* Beginning Alto and Clarinet students are encouraged to purchase Vandoren Reeds, size 2 or 2 ½ , Intermediate/Advanced students are 3 or 3 ½ .
Brass Students

All brass players should have valve oil in their cases at all times (rotor oil for French horns). Keeping valves oiled and clean will prevent many common problems. This will also save money on repairs and maintenance. Slide grease and a mouthpiece brush are also required. Students using a school instrument should purchase their own valve oil, slide grease and mouthpiece. These are usually sold in a kit form.
*Suggested Mouthpieces: Trumpet mouthpiece: 7C or 5C; Horn mouthpiece: Blessing 11, Farkas MC or DC

Trombone mouthpiece: 12C or (better) 6 ½ AL or Bach 5G; Euphonium mouthpiece: Bach 5 or 5G

Tuba mouthpiece: pt-48
Percussion Students

Materials can be found at steveweissmusic.com. Students in the percussion class will receive their materials list the first week of school.
Beginning Band Students: Stick bag of your choice - must hold all your sticks and mallets
Practice pad - recommended either a Vic Firth brand or the Evans Real Feel brand  

Snare Drum sticks - Vic Firth SD1 General or Innovative IPLD Lalo Davila

Keyboard mallets - Medium Hard yarn mallets (Innovative FS2 or Vic Firth M2)



         Medium rubber mallets (Innovative F8 or Vic Firth M5)

It is important to have all materials in class every day. Take care of your instrument and always make sure it is in good working condition. This will help you learn as much as possible during band class.
Supplemental Lessons

Private Lesson are encouraged for all students on a weekly or bi-weekly basis, however, it is not required. A list of private instructors can be found on the bulletin board in the Band Room or on Ms. Whalleys’ website under “Student Resources”. Students who take private lessons usually see higher placements on chair exams and various auditions. While most parents associate this with tutoring, private lessons are extremely common in the music world. Most band directors took private lessons throughout school. Taking private lessons, or being recommended for lessons, is not a show of inadequate work. It shows the student has great potential on their instrument! All private instructors have been vetted and finger printed by LCSB.
Rehearsal Procedures and Discipline


Students need to be in the room by the time the bell rings. Any student not in the room at this point will be marked tardy. When students enter the band room for class, they will have three minutes to take out their

instruments and have a seat. Any student not prepared to play at this point will lose their on-time points. 

There are many routines that students will become accustomed to as a part of any of the Cobb MS Bands, and these will be discussed in class. In order to accomplish as much as possible each day, class time will be very structured. 

Rehearsal Procedures

1. Respect. This is a word students will likely hear many times a day in the band room. Respect your peers, teachers, instrument, equipment, music, and our time together.

2. If you would like to talk, raise your hand.
3. Only make appropriate sounds on instruments. 
4. Only touch your equipment. Percussionists are to handle percussion equipment.
5. The band room should be kept clean and organized in order to provide an enjoyable place to make music. Gum, food, or drinks are not tolerated. The condition of the room demonstrates how much pride we take in our program and ourselves.
6. Come to class prepared. Band is a class where you are assessed (formally or informally) everyday.

Consequences for not following procedures:

1. Verbal or Visual Warning

2. Parent Contact/behavior plan
3. Detention 
4. Referral


Practice Rooms

Practice Rooms may be used only with permission from the director. This is to ensure that the practice facilities are used properly and equally amongst all students. To obtain permission from Ms. Whalley, simply ask. Only one student will be allowed in each practice room at a time, unless accompanied by an instructor or Ms. Whalley. This rule will be strictly enforced, with consequences ranging from a loss of privileges to a formal referral. 
Grading Policy
Our grading policy revolves around the philosophy that the process (rehearsals and experience-based learning) is as important as the product (performances and playing assessments). A student’s final grade will be composed of the following:

Grading Criteria

Classwork/homework

30% - daily grade, practice logs, rehearsals and other homework.


Performances/assessments
70% - playing tests/quizzes and performances. (100 pt grading rubric)
Classwork/Homework 
Practice Logs – Students are required to complete a practice log each week notating how long they practiced outside of school, and on what. Students are required to practice 100 minutes per week (60 for beginners Sept – Dec) as their homework and turn in a log, which can be found in the back of this handbook. Extra logs are located on Ms. Whalley’s website under documents, or in the front of the room for students. These are due on Monday of each week.
Daily Grade – Each day the students receive 25 points (100 for the week). These are broken up into 5 categories: on time; meaning in your seat and ready to play after their 3 minutes or prep time, Bell Ringer; are you working on what is on the board, Pencil; is there a pencil on your stand, Talking; not excessively talking (defined as 2 warnings, 3rd results in the loss of points) and Cleaned up station; did the chairs, stands, instrument, make it back to their proper place.
Performances - All concerts and performances are required (unless stated differently by Ms. Whalley). Please check the calendar for all concert dates, times, and locations. One month notice is required if a student must miss a performance. Every member is important and missing one person is a big adjustment. When this occurs, a make-up assignment will be assigned. See “Performances/Concerts/Events” below for the procedure to excuse an event absence. 
Playing Assessments/Checks – Students are expected to demonstrate proficiency on the current skills being learned in class. Students can expect to demonstrate these skills in class by either playing “down the row” during class, or privately for Ms. Whalley. Comments on the test are made in focus to help the students practicing.
TEST RETAKES/LATE WORK
It is the student’s responsibility to check for any missed assignments in the event of an absence. The best way to be sure a student has not missed any work would be to speak with Ms. Whalley directly, or check focus. Grades are updated every Friday afternoon. Students have unlimited retakes on any playing assessment in that 9 weeks. Students are able to retake tests in the mornings or afterschool. Due to the changing nature of meetings and teacher duties, a new schedule of when Ms. Whalley is available for retakes will be announced to parents at the start of each year. 
Concerts, Performances, and Events

All Cobb band students will participate in concerts and performances throughout the year. It is extremely important that students be on their absolute best behavior at all times. All school rules DO apply (dress code and student code of conduct) and will be enforced at band concerts. In addition to those:

1. There is no talking on stage at a concert; proper posture and procedure is an important part of performing.

2. While in the audience, be silent and listen to the group that is performing. Absolutely no use of electronic devices; cell phones should be turned off. If a student violates this rule, the phone will be confiscated until the end of the concert.

3. The full uniform must be worn for the entire concert. If we travel to a concert, the uniforms must be on from the time we get off the bus until we get back on the bus.

4. Polite and enthusiastic applause is welcomed; yelling, hollering or other disruptive behaviors are inappropriate.

5. Student language and behavior indicate your level of integrity and reflect upon your family, school, and band program. Always display your pride and respect as a Cobb Cub!
Remember, as a band member, you are representing yourself, your school, and your

community. Cobb band members are leaders and set good examples for others!

Concert/Performance/Event Attendance and Absence Policy

All concerts, performances, and events on the calendar are required unless otherwise

noted. For an event absence to be excused, the parent must contact Ms. Whalley one month prior to the event to be in consideration for an excused absence.
Each student is an important part of their band class, and plays an important part during performances. Students/parents must include a valid reason for missing a performance when speaking with/emailing Ms. Whalley. In the event that a rehearsal or event is missed due to an emergency situation, the communication with Ms. Whalley may occur after the concert. Note, however, that a courtesy phone call or email is appreciated in such circumstances.

SPECIAL NOTE REGARDING CONFLICTS WITH OTHER SCHOOL-RELATED ACTIVITIES:

In the event that a student has committed to both band and another activity (sports, clubs, etc.) at the same time, advance notification must be given. The coaches and teachers at Cobb are typically flexible in such situations as long as the student gives prior notice, which allows the faculty to work together to make sure a student can be at important events for both activities. HOWEVER, please realize that Band is a co-curricular subject and sports are extra curricular. If a student fails to notify Ms. Whalley of this situation prior to missing the rehearsal/concert, it will count instead as an UNEXCUSED absence.

The Cobb Band calendar is provided far in advance and is readily accessible on Ms. Whalley’s website to help you avoid any potential conflicts. Please provide this calendar to coaches, private teachers, doctor’s offices, etc. as soon as possible to help prevent conflicts. www.leonschools.net/whalleye
Unexcused Absences

If a student misses a rehearsal or performance and it is deemed “Unexcused,” the student will be responsible for completing a two-step process to make up the grade
1.) Documented communication with Ms. Whalley – email or written note, doctor’s note, etc.
2.) Complete the make-up assignment, which will vary depending upon the event missed. The assignment may be a short essay, a worksheet packet, a playing test, or another method of evaluation. The assignment will not cover all of the points missed from the performance.
 Please note: a performance is a very important part of the student’s assessment and grade. If an absence is “unexcused”, the highest letter grade possible for the performance, even with a make-up assignment, is a B. 

Solo and Ensemble 

This is not required, but HIGHLY encouraged, for all Cobb Band students. Students perform music as soloists or in small groups for Florida Bandmasters Association judges for a rating. This is an excellent opportunity for students to develop their musicianship. Students should have music selected by December 10th, at the latest; Ms. Whalley is available to help if needed, but should not be depended on to “rehearse” student. Students are required to meet for a coaching session with Ms. Whalley in December. In January and February there will be at least one more coaching session to ensure that students are on track for the final performance. Coaching sessions may be scheduled before or after school. Students who demonstrate that they are prepared will perform at the Solo and Ensemble festival in February.  Students in Percussion are required to participate! 
All-District Band
The Big Bend All-District Band is an opportunity for students to audition for a chair in this elite ensemble. Comprised of students from Leon, Wakulla, Taylor, Madison, Jefferson, Suwannee, Franklin and Liberty County; students who gain entry to this ensemble spend a weekend working with master teachers on exceptional upper-level band literature. This event ends with a concert (free and open to the public) to showcase the students hard work. Auditions take place in October and the event is held the last weekend in January. While it is required for all Symphonic Band Wind students to audition, it is strongly encouraged for Concert Band. More information can be found on Ms. Whalleys’ website.
Music Performance Assessment (MPA)

This is required for all Concert and Symphonic Band students. No absences for MPA will be considered excused – this is a non-negotiable. The bands will all have an opportunity to prepare three musical selections that will be performed for a panel of adjudicators. The judges provide us with valuable feedback on our strengths and weaknesses. The Concert/Symphonic Band MPA is in March. Please see the calendar on Ms. Whalley’s website for specific dates and times. This year, we have a spectacular opportunity; there is a “Pre-MPA” performance scheduled in February for all Middle Schools in the district. This will give us a valuable opportunity to sit and play on the stage at FSU. The students will be able to hear themselves play somewhere other than our band room, and get comfortable playing where they will be adjudicated! Please see the calendar to view the Pre-MPA date and time.

Uniforms
Symphonic Band, Concert Band and Beginning Band
We will not be ordering “band uniforms”. Middle school students are rapidly growing year-to-year and month-to-month. In an effort to cut down on costs for families, each student is responsible for providing his/her own concert/performance attire. The concert/performance attire is as follows:

Boys: Concert Black. Ideally - BLACK collared, long sleeve, button down shirt. BLACK pants, belt, shoes and socks. NO JEANS. NO TENNISHOES. When in doubt, dress formally in Black!
Girls: Concert Black. Ideally - Dress/top – all black, shoulders covered. NO STRAPS. NO TANK TOPS. Length of skirt/dress should be BELOW the kneecap. Shoes should be black. Socks (if applicable) should be all black. NO JEANS. NO TENNISHOES. Jewelry is OK, as long as it does not make noise or is visually distracting. When in doubt, dress formally in Black!
Percussion Ensemble: (please make note their uniform is the same as above for full band concerts. The uniform listed below will be used for events such as solo and ensemble). 
Gentlemen - Black slacks, black dress shoes, COLORED button down shirt (preferably long sleeve but short sleeve is just fine)

Ladies - Black slacks, black dress shoes (NO high heels), COLORED button down shirt 
   or blouse (NO tank tops)
BLACK IS THE TRADITIONAL CONCERT COLORS. Proper concert attire is part of the performance assessment grade. Cobb Bands have a tradition of excellence. We have always, and will continue, to perform at a high level and look professional on stage. 
Cobb Audition Information (Concert and Symphonic Band)
Cobb Concert and Symphonic Bands are auditioned ensembles. These auditions will take place in May the week before their final exam. Regardless of percussion students entering their own class, they are still required to audition for Concert and Symphonic Band so they are appropriately placed for concerts the following year. All band students are required to audition, seeing as how this is their final, regardless of their intention on continuing with band or not.
This audition is an accumulation of knowledge learned throughout their year(s) of band. While it is common for most Band 1 (Beginning Band) students to enter Band 2 (Concert Band), there are students who do jump from Band 1 to Band 3. If your child jumps a class, or repeats a band class, it is in their best interest. Each year, the Band classes are different. Different music is played as well as varied difficulty levels. The fundamentals of playing an instrument are reinforced in both Band 2 and Band 3 throughout the year. The only difference in these band classes is the difficulty level of the literature played in class. (More specific information regarding the auditions can be found on Ms. Whalleys’ website under ‘Audition’.)
The audition is designed to place students in the ensemble that best suits your child’s needs. All audition results are final and will last for the entire school year regardless of All-District/All-State Placement. 

Instrument Storage (Lockers)
Each student will be assigned a locker to keep his or her instrument. Students are expected to adhere to the following rules/guidelines concerning the storage of instruments:

- Instruments should be put away at the end of each class, and stored correctly in the assigned space.

- Food/drink and personal items are not allowed in the lockers. Lockers should be kept clean at all times.

- All instruments must be labeled with the student’s name and “Cobb Middle School.” 
- All Band Lockers have a lock provided. If your child is unable to use a combination lock, please contact Ms. Whalley directly.
- Students who do not follow the above rules/guidelines will lose locker privileges for the

rest of the school year. Proper use of the instrument storage system will help keep instruments safe and in good condition. 

Use of School Instruments

There are a limited number of school instruments for students to use during the school year. Students who use them must provide their own mouthpiece, reeds, valve oil, and any other necessary materials. Before a student is allowed to use an instrument, a contract must be filled out and returned. This contract will be given to the appropriate students, and will also be available online. Low brass players and percussionist are usually the students who use school owned instruments. A lab fee for the year will be assessed, which will cover the end of year cleaning, maintenance and tune-up. Any repairs during the school year will need to be covered by the student. Student abuse/neglect of the instrument will result in removal of loan privilege and possibly disciplinary action. Any student with repeated classroom discipline issues will have their instrument loan agreement revoked.

Local Music Companies
There are two local music companies that have rental opportunities for students. There will be a rental night held at Cobb the second week of school to help facilitate the rental of the instrument (to save parents a trip to the music store). At this rental night, parents are not only able to rent an instrument, but purchase the necessary supplies for the upcoming school year. If an instrument is rented at this night, the music companies will deliver the instrument to Cobb Middle School and Ms. Whalley will pass out the instruments to the students. Parents are strongly encouraged to rent an instrument from a music dealer. Both Music Companies have a “rent to own” program, which would be more beneficial to the student considering all rent paid is put towards owning the instrument.

Closed Sunday
www.playgroundmusiccenter.com 
Band Expenses
