1. Who restored China after the collapse of the Yuan or Mongol dynasty?  Describe some of the ways Hongwu restored political order.

2. What were Yongle’s contributions to Ming China?  Why did this discontinue?

3. What are some of the ways the later Ming emperors sought to protect China from invaders like the Mongols?

4. Discuss the factors that led to the decline of the Ming dynasty.

5. Who ruled China after the fall of the Ming?  Where did they originate and what were they like?

6. Describe the extent of Manchu occupation by the 1680’s.  Why were they so successful?

7. How did the Manchu preserve their own cultural identity?

8. Who was Kangxi and what were his contributions to Manchu China?

9. Who was the conqueror who oversaw the construction of a large Qing empire?  What specific things did he do to build his empire?

10. The Ming and the Qing were similar in their political organization.  What characteristics did both share?

11. Why was the emperor called the Son of Heaven?  Give specific examples to illustrate.

12. Describe specific attributes of the examination system used during this period.

13. In what way was the examination system a pivotal institution?

14. Describe the impact of filial piety on the larger Chinese society.  In what way was filial piety observed in the family?  Be specific.

15. How were boys shown preference over girls in Chinese society?  Cite specific examples. How did marriage support such practices?

16. What percentage of China’s land is farmable?

17. Who introduced the food products from the Americas to the Chinese?  What products?  By what route did these products flow into China?

18. Create a chart that shows China’s population changes during this period.  Include dates, statistics, and reasons.
19. What products did China provide to other parts of the world?  During which dynasty was trade especially prominent?

20. What Ming emperor sponsored massive maritime expeditions?  What was behind the suspension of these expeditions?  Did trade continue?  Explain.

21. Discuss the extent of China’s trade in SE Asia?  Where is SE Asia?

22. Compare technological innovation during the Tang and Song era with that during the  Ming and Qing dynasties.  Explain the reasons behind this change.  What was the end result?

23. Read the section entitled, “Gentry, Soldiers, and Mean People.”  Describe the class structure of Chinese society during this period (Early Modern Era). Be sure to address “gentry” and “mean people” in your description.

24. Describe the unique nature of relationships between merchants and government.

25. During which dynasty did Neo Confucianism emerge?  In what AP World period did this occur?  

26. What is Neo Confucianism?  Was this a change or continuity in the Early Modern Era?

27. What did Ming and Qing emperors do to support a Confucian education system?

28. Describe the popular culture that emerged in the cities.  Be specific.  What technology promoted the novel as an art form?  What do developments such as this indicate about change in Chinese society?

29. What is a Nestorian Christian?  When did they first establish missionaries in China?  When did Christianity disappear in China?  What caused this change?  When did Roman Catholic missionaries return to China? 

30. What specific things did Matteo Ricci do to spread Christianity in China?

31. How did Ricci and his other Jesuits win the respect of the Chinese?    Were they successful in their efforts to convert the Chinese to Christianity?  Explain.

32. What brought about the end to the Roman Catholic mission in China?  Be specific in your explanation.

33. What was the cultural impact of the Roman Catholic mission?  Cite at least three reasons.

34. Who ruled Japan from the twelfth to sixteenth centuries?  Who held the authority—the emperor or the shogun?  Explain.  Why was the sixteenth century referred to as the era of sengoku or the “country at war”?
35. Who established the bakufu government?  How long did he and his descendants rule the bakufu?  What was the bakufu government?
36. Explain the relationship between the shoguns and the daimyo.  Explain the political structure of the daimyo.  Describe their relationship with European mariners.

37. What was alternate attendance?  What was its purpose?

38. Describe the shoguns edicts during the 1630’s.  
39. Describe the economic growth that occurred in Tokugawa Japan between 1600 and 1700.  What were some of the agricultural products?

40. In spite of the increase in population, Japan underwent a demographic transition between 1700 and 1850.  What was it and what factors brought about this change?

41. Discuss the social changes that occurred in Japan during this period, particularly regarding the status of the elites.  Who prospered during this period?  Who lost their position?  Why did this trend occur?
42. What was the official ideology of the Tokugawa Bakufu?  
43. How did scholars of “native learning” in Japan respond to the cultural kinship with China?  Be specific in discussing this topic.

44. Describe the “floating worlds” of the Tokugawa urban culture.    How did this contrast with the imperial court and the bakufu?
45. Describe the two forms of drama that emerged in Japan during the early 17th century.

46. How was Christianity received in Japan?    Why did the shoguns order a halt to Christian missions between 1587 and 1639?  

47. What group provided information to the Japanese regarding Europe?  Why?  What was the impact or result culturally?
