Description

Digital Design and Video Production are each a yearlong, instructional, project-based class. Students will learn about fundamental design concepts and gain valuable technical skills that may be used in careers as well as everyday life. This highly engaging course will allow students to put their knowledge and skills into action through completion of high interest projects in graphic design, illustration, layout creation, creating publications for print and electronic display, video editing, and package design. Students also have the opportunity to earn industry certification in Photoshop, Illustrator, Premiere Pro, and/or In-Design. These certifications typically cost over $100, students enrolled in this class get to take and earn these certifications for FREE! Adobe Certified Associate certifications can be put on their resume, and last for three years.

Course materials


Students will be working mostly with software and computer stations. However, the following supplies will also be necessary for students to be successful in this course.

Students are instructed by whole group instruction, small groups, and one on one attention. Having said that, a large part of this course is exploratory and you will need a bit of internal motivation to be successful. You WILL have to follow guided video tutorials. You WILL have to READ step by step instructions to complete assignments.

Grading


Grades are based on achievement of objectives met in projects, paper based assignments, class activities, assessments, and the successful completion of the Adobe Certification exams. 
· Projects and Assessments – 70%
· Assignments/Homework/Quizziz – 20%
· Participation – 10% 
· Participation points awarded daily. Each day of the 9 weeks students will earn 1 pt. Points will be lost for putting their head down/refusal to work on task at hand, excessively off task requiring redirection (for example distracted on youtube, cell phone, playing games, working on work for another class, etc.), UNEXCUSED ABSENCES will also result in a loss of point for that day. Students will have until 1 week before the end of the 9 weeks to resolve unexcused absences. 
**Due to your certification exams, there will be many vocabulary terms and topics we will cover.  You will keep notes and handouts of these terms in your required binder. You will also take occasional quizzes/tests on these terms/topics.*** - No retakes allowed.

Attendance and Tardies


Attendance is mandatory and essential to your success in this class. Because of the nature of these programs, your access to them is limited to your time in this class. Meaning you need to use your 50 minutes a day in here wisely to ensure you stay on top of all your projects/assignments.

Failure to be in your assigned seat when the bell rings will result in an unexcused tardy.  After accruing three tardies, you will receive a late on your attendance that will count as an unexcused absence.  A disciplinary referral will be given if tardies continue to be a problem.
MAKE UP/LATE ASSIGNMENTS


Assignments are grouped together 3 or 4 at a time. When you are told assignments are due, you have ONE WEEK from the announcement to make sure assignments are complete.  After this week window any assignments missing will result in a zero. NO LATE WORK WILL BE ACCEPTED!

The lab will be open at least one day a week during LUNCH.  If you need to catch up on assignments, it is YOUR responsibility to make it a priority to come in and catch up on your work.


There are also built in make up days occasionally in the schedule.  You must use these days to your advantage, do not waste these days and simply decide you will come in later – your time and access to this lab is limited.
