Grading 

Grades are determined by categorized percentages.  

70% - Assessments (includes tests, quizzes, essays, projects, etc.)
30% - Preparation (includes classwork and homework)
Students can lose points for class work if they are not prepared or on task.  Students should not expect extra credit opportunities.  Extra credit will not be offered when required assignments have not been completed.

Notebooks
Notebooks will be collected periodically and checked for a grade.  I often give open notebook quizzes, so an organized notebook is essential.   Work must be placed within the proper dividers.  Notebooks must be brought to class every day.  No work from other classes may be in your English notebook.  

Make-up work
Students who have an excused absence may make up work.  This absence should be cleared within three days.   It is the student’s responsibility to follow the syllabus and have assignments on the day they are due.  An absence the day before is not an excuse not to have work ready when you return.  With extended absences due to major illnesses, you may be allowed additional time to complete assignments when a parent has communicated with me about the illness.  I will stay after school by appointment, but I am here until 4:00 almost every afternoon.  I am also available during lunch by appointment.  Any lunch, planning or afternoon session requires a sign up from you, so I will remember that you are coming.  You are expected to follow the two week syllabus that I give you.  When you are absent, consult the syllabus for make-up work.  If you are only absent one day, I still expect homework to be turned in.  This is the purpose of a syllabus!  Even if you have been absent the day before a test or quiz, you are expected to take it on the scheduled day.  If you have extenuating circumstances, I expect a parent communication.   Posted deadlines and quiz/test/project dates must be met (make up work due and quiz/test/project completed on the date the student returns to class.)  I may require a parent note or email for chronically absent students.  Please note the updated policy that prevents any student from participating in extracurricular or co-curricular activities if they have a current attendance failure.  All teachers, sponsors, and coaches will consult the list sent by the attendance office each Monday morning.  Bottom line: do not miss school!  I expect each student to record all absences and tardies in his/her academic agenda.

Tardies/behavior
Students are expected to be in the classroom when the bell rings.  Any student who is tardy three times during a grading period must serve a detention with Mrs. Hedrington.  As the Handbook indicates, every fourth tardy will be recorded as a “late” in the computer, and these count as unexcused absences.  This can cause you to fail the nine-weeks!  This can also prevent you from participating in extracurricular or co-curricular activities.
Students are expected to behave respectfully at all times.  Generally, students will be issued one verbal warning.  Further disruption will result in detention and a call to a parent.  A student who continues to misbehave will be removed from the classroom.  I expect honors students to conduct themselves with honor.  On-task behavior is expected at all times.  Failure to work productively can result in lowered class work grades.  Work for other classes will be collected and returned to the appropriate teacher.  Personal notes will be collected and read to the class or mailed to a parent.  These 52 minutes are mine!
Students are expected to dress appropriately (see handbook for dress code). Neither males nor females may wear hats in the classroom.  I am very strict about dress code!  Also, food, drinks, and candy are not allowed.  Understand that if you come in from lunch with food or drinks, it will be put directly in the trashcan.  
Cell phones and headsets are not allowed unless I have approved them for a classroom activity. If I see your cell phone during a quiz or test, I will assume you are texting or photographing the test and you will receive a zero for cheating.
From the Leon Handbook..,

“Academic integrity violations can include plagiarism, cheating, and unauthorized group work on any assignment, project, or test.

If a student is caught the following will occur:

· The student will receive an F with zero credit.

· The citizenship grade will be lowered for the grading period.

· A notice will be recorded with the guidance office.

Any occurrence of academic dishonesty may be reported by the guidance office on college admissions applications. “
Mercy Moments

Bathroom passes will only be allowed with a “mercy moment” pass.  You will be given 6 “mercy moments” per nine weeks.  These are required when you wish me to show you mercy.  For example, going back to your locker to get a book, requesting an additional handout, submitting late work.  Leftover mercy passes may be turned in for extra credit if they are not used at the end of the nine weeks.
Late work
Computer problems are not acceptable as an excuse for late work.  Your grade will be lowered by half, if I accept it at all.  If you are absent on an essay due date, the paper is still expected to be submitted to Turnitin.com by your scheduled class period.  
Consequences
Talking or cheating during a test will result in a “0." Plagiarism will result in a “0." 

Please note that most writing assignments and all major papers will be submitted to Turnitin.com, and plagiarized work will receive a zero.  Papers will not be graded without the Turnitin.com receipt attached.
