Safety and secur i ty is our  school 's number  one pr ior i ty.  We str ive to maintain an 
environment that is safe, car ing, and respectful. The Flor ida Senate Bi l l  7026, or  the 
Mar jor y Stoneman Douglas High School Public Safety Act,  is a Flor ida bi l l  intended to 
tighten gun control, school secur i ty, and school safety. This act has prompted a number  of 
new  school safety measures across our  distr ict.  Here are a few  safety measures SAIL has 
established this school year :

- Staff  on super vision duty before school, dur ing lunch, and after  school

- More cameras have been added to el iminate bl ind spots around campus

employees

ATTENDANCE

2nd 9-Weeks Window: October 15 ? December 20 

Attendance - Students with 10 or more unexcused absences in a semester must take 
and pass the mid-term exam in order to earn credit, per district policy. 

SAIL High School Attendance Policy: 

- 3 Unexcused Absences ? Warning Letter 
- 4 Unexcused Absences ? After School Detention / Saturday School
-  5 Unexcused Absences ?Attendance Conference with Parent and Contract
-  6 or  m ore Unexcused Absences ? Intervention Agreement/Exit Committee  
- Excessive excused absences ? 5 or more will require a doctors note 

State Law: Students between 14 and 18 who accumulate 15 unexcused absences within 
90 calendar days may lose their driver?s license or become ineligible for driving 
privileges.

Part of SAIL High School?s mission is to provide students ?with the 
foundation necessary to become responsible citizens in a global 
community?. We hope that students and parents will exercise this 
responsibility by first becoming educated on important issues; then, by 
VOTING!   

Although a citizen must be 18 years old to vote, students may pre-register 
beginning at the age of 16. Whether you?re a student or a parent, be sure to 
register at least 29 days prior to any election in which you are eligible to 
vote (must be 18 years old on election day). Register by February 18th for 
the Florida primary election that will be on March 17, 2020. Register by 
October 5th for the November 3rd general election. 

You can register to vote by completing the enclosed application and 
delivering it in person to the SAIL High School front office, or by delivering it 
in person or mailing it to: Leon County Supervisor of Elections, PO Box 7357, 
Tallahassee, FL 32314. Registration may also be completed online:
