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We are looking forward to an exciting year and getting to know you and your child.  With your help, your child will have a successful learning experience.  Listed below are some important reminders you will need to know:

SUPPLIES:  Please send in the requested school supplies as soon as possible.  These supplies from the school supply list do not need to be labeled with your child’s name.  In addition to these items, your child will need a backpack, and a seasonal change of clothes (in a large Ziploc or other baggie) to remain at school.  These items and your child’s lunchbox (if applicable) will need to be CLEARLY LABELED WITH YOUR CHILD’S NAME.  If you need financial assistance in furnishing school supplies, please let your child’s teacher know.   
SCHOOL ARRIVAL:  MORNING SUPERVISION BEGINS AT 7:45 on the primary playground.  On cold or rainy days, they will go to the music room until the bell rings at 8:20. The first bell rings at 8:20 and children will be escorted to their classrooms and classroom doors will be opened.  No children will be permitted to enter the classrooms before 8:20. Remind your child to take his/her things to the playground area rather than taking them to the classroom before the 8:20 bell.  Children MAY NOT wait by the classroom door unless accompanied by a parent. All adults must have a badge from the front office before entering school grounds. State law and a strict attendance policy for Leon County Schools make it very important that children are here on time each day.  A second bell rings at 8:25 and the morning news and Pledge will begin at that time.  The tardy bell rings at 8:30 and instruction begins.  If your child arrives at school after the tardy bell at 8:30, he/she will not be permitted to enter the classroom without a tardy pass.  They must go to the front office to sign in and receive the tardy pass.

GOING HOME INFORMATION:  If your child will be going home in a way different from his/her usual routine, you must let the teacher know:  you may send in a written note or call the front office before 2:00 on the day of the requested change (487-4733).  Otherwise, your child will go home in the usual way. Please do not email or leave voice mail messages regarding transportation changes. At times, teachers are unable to check email and/or phone messages during the school day and there may be a substitute teacher that is unable to access email and/or phone messages.  Please be sure to attach the Hawks Rise transportation label each day during the first week of school. 

MEDICATION:  If your child needs to take any medication at school, it must be administered in the clinic. Please complete a medication form in the front office when you drop off the medication.  Do not send medicine in your child’s lunch box or backpack.  Teachers CANNOT administer any medications.

LUNCH/BREAKFAST:  Parents are encouraged to buy lunches by the week or month.  Your child’s money will be deposited into their account. Your child’s lunch code, (see separate flyer with your child’s lunch code #), is entered by your child when a meal is purchased. The money stays in your child’s account until it is used to purchase a meal or drink.  Money that is left over at the end of the year is kept for your child until the following year; it can also follow your child to another Leon County Public School if you move.


VOLUNTEERS:  There are many opportunities to volunteer at Hawks Rise.  Thank you in advance for making the commitment to helping at your child’s school.  In order to volunteer and attend field trips as a chaperone you MUST fill out a Leon County Schools’ VOLUNTEER APPLICATION FORM. This form is online and can be found on our school website.  If you sign up to volunteer in the classroom, we will be making final arrangements and will be in touch with you soon.  If you have signed up to help from home throughout the year, your child’s teacher will contact you as these needs arise. Please check your child’s weekly folder and join the Hawks Rise Elementary List Serve for important information.
WEEKLY FOLDERS:  During the school year your child will be bringing his/her completed work home in a folder on the first day of each week, usually Mondays.  Please take time each Monday to review your child’s work with your child and read the important school-wide and/or kindergarten information found in the folder.  You will also see evaluation markings on your child’s weekly Behavior and Work/Study Skills areas.  Boxes that are initialed by your child’s teacher are areas that are inconsistent and may need improvement.   Please initial the folder, sign and return any requested papers, and return the folder to school the next day.  If you are sending lunch money, notes, or anything else your child’s teacher will need to see, this is the best way to send it in.  Children often forget to turn things in to the teacher, but we will be checking for folders every Tuesday.
