Course Description

Grades
Grading will be done through points earned each nine weeks grading period.  The maximum points available in each nine weeks vary, but different assignments are given different values.  Tests and projects will be large grades equaling 100 points each.  Quizzes will be worth less; usually between 30 and 50 points.  Homework and other small assignments are on average worth between 10 and 20 points. Student's points will be divided by the total possible points then calculated into percents. 
· As this is an Honors level class, we will have opportunities to challenge our critical thinking skills through reading and writing exercises regularly.
· It is expected that you will read your book. You will be given at least 2 reading homework assignments each week.
