Course Description
Welcome to English IV College/Career Prep.  This class will focus on the skills you’ll need to successfully transition to college-level English classes or into the work force.  We’ll be reading novels, short stories, plays, etc. set from the days of the round table to modern times.
This is a writing-based course.  That means we’ll be writing research papers, persuasive arguments and literary analysis just to name a few. We will also study grammar and vocabulary extensively, in conjunction with our study of the writing process.

The major literary works we’ll be concentrating on this year are:

1st 9-weeks:  Being Henry David

2nd 9-weeks:  A Thousand Splendid Suns

3rd 9-weeks:  Hamlet 

4th 9-weeks:  Reservation Blues
In addition, all students have an independent novel assignment with weekly components that will make up a large portion of the student’s homework for this class.  
We will utilize Remind101, Turnitin and my website for the school year. Be sure you have signed up for all three before the first assignments are due.
Grading
The grading scale is as follows:

Homework and Classwork –30%
Tests and Quizzes –30%
Writing and Projects – 30%
Daily Journals, quick writings, etc. – 10%
Extra credit will be rare and should never be counted on. 
Class Rules

Follow these rules, and we won’t have a single problem all year.
Policies
1. Students will not be allowed to leave class during class time.  All personal business must be handled during the student’s personal time, not class time.

2. Class lectures may not be interrupted for personal needs (pencil sharpening, personal questions that don’t apply to current discussion, etc.).

3. Students will work on English for the entire period; any other work will be taken up and returned at teacher’s discretion, either to the student or to the other teacher.

4. Students may not eat or drink anything but water in the classroom.  If they do it will be taken away and disposed of.

5. Students may not have a cell phone, iPod, video game system or other electronic device.  If I see or hear one, even if you are not using it, I will take it away and place it on the electronics table.  If I have to take your device on more than three occasions, you will be required to place it on the table every day at the start of class.  Refusal will result in a referral for insubordination. 
6. Cards, dice, etc. will be confiscated and will NOT be returned.

7. Students are to work during the entire class period.  Do not begin packing up before instructed to, especially if I am speaking.  Any student standing at the door prior to the bell ringing will be assigned lunch detention.

8. Any physical intimidation or violence, directed toward the teacher or another student, will result in an immediate referral.  

9. The district policy for tardiness will be followed.  After the third tardy, each subsequent tardy will be counted as an unexcused absence and will result in a referral.  A note from another teacher does not excuse a tardy.

10. The district policy for makeup work will be followed.  In the event of an absence, the student must check the makeup work folder for any materials and assignments UPON RETURN to school.  They have a number of days equal to the number of days missed to complete and turn in this work.

Procedures

1. Students must come to class prepared every day.  They must bring their binder, paper, writing utensils, any homework or project and whatever literature we are currently reading.  To class means to class, not left in the student’s locker.  Students WILL NOT be allowed to retrieve these items from their locker once the tardy bell has rung.
2. When the bell rings, students should have already gathered materials and taken seats. Everyone should be settled and working on Bell Work by the time class starts. 

3. Students must refrain from talking during instructions, lectures, explanations, or reading time.  If the student has a question about what is going on, they must raise their hand and wait to be called on.  During reading, writing, or testing time, any questions should be brought to the teacher so as not to disrupt the other students.
4. Time left at the end of the period will be used to complete your exit journals.

5. Students must treat their teacher and their classmates with respect at all times.  Name calling, back talking or any other rude behavior will not be tolerated.

Inappropriate Class Behavior Consequences

1st offense = verbal warning 

2nd offense = Behavior Action Plan with parental contact
3rd offense = immediate disciplinary referral
Necessary Supplies

· One three-ring binder, with pockets, dedicated to this class.  

· This binder must be stocked with paper at all times and will be used to keep up with class work, hand outs, reading packets, etc.

· One Composition book
· Students will complete all bell-ringers, observations, reflections, other journaling assignments, etc. in this journal.  

· It will be quick-checked weekly and graded each quarter.
